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Program Summary

Speech language evaluation of students who are culturally and linguistically diverse can be challenging for the school based and early intervention speech language pathologist (SLP) causing both over and under diagnosis of speech language disabilities. This session will focus on the basic building blocks of knowledge that an early intervention and school based SLP should have in the assessment process for diverse populations. Topics to be covered will include a brief overview of second language acquisition, the concerns regarding standardized tests with the second language learner, partnership with our English language (EL) colleagues, dynamic assessment tools, resources for analysis of language one and language two characteristics, and provide resources for additional learning on the subject. The intended audience of this session is school based SLPs and those involved in all early intervention settings.
